In this weekôs Gospel, we hear the tax collector 

humble himself by saying, ñO God, be merciful to  

me, a sinner.ò This simple line has formed the basis  

of one of the Churchôs most ancient prayers, now known as the 

Jesus Prayer. Itôs basic form, ñLord Jesus Christ, Son of God, 

have mercy on me, a sinner.ò Repeated slowly and thoughtfully, it 

helps open our hearts to the reality of our own faults and of Our 

Lordôs great mercy (see Catechism 2667 and 2668). It can be es-

pecially helpful as a meditation before Mass or during those times 

when oneôs mind is wandering and distracted. This week, explore 

the history of this ancient prayer of the Church by Googling 

ñJesus Prayer,ò and spend some time (perhaps a dedicated 10-

minutes of prayer time) to offering the Jesus Prayer on your own. 

One method is to slowly inhale on the first half of the prayer, hold 

for a brief moment, and then slowly exhale on the second half.
